Conclusions...Note to Prime Minister Harper

and President Obama:

B Public Opinion on Nuclear Power is primarily positive and stable in
Canada...

W Hard opposition has been whittled down from 41% to 28% in less than 4
years and support is replenished to its historic levels in Canada, and is
at it’s highest levels in Ontario...

B Canadians, to a majority, believe that alternative sources of energy
won'’t offset future demand...
